5. Students’ Union, University and Personal Activities

      Students’ Union, University and club activities can be classed as one or more of the following:
· Any activity which is being conducted under the name of the university or students’ union

· Any activity publicised under the name of the university, students’ union or club, via any connected website, leaflet, journal or notice board etc.

· Funded by the university, the students’ union or club

· Utilising any university, students’ union or club equipment

Using any transport booked via the university or students’ union

6. Accident and Emergency Procedure

In the case of minor incidents such as minor sporting injuries that take place members of Badminton Club will inform the sports federation at a convenient time and complete an accident report form.  In the case of major incidents the following procedure will be followed by club members when away from the University campus,

· Identify any first aid trained individuals who could help to ensure the comfort of the casualty but not move them.

· Contact the emergency services on 999.

· Ensure safety of the rest of the group

· Contact the University information desk on : 01206 872222 who will contact student support

· When phoning the University, supply your name and where you are calling from, the club/student involved, the nature of the incident, name of the hospital where the casualty has been taken and the name of any policeman involved.

· The Director of Student Support or the deputy will telephone you back and inform you of what to do next.  Make no comment to the media and ensure that none of the group does either.

6.1  If an incident happens on the University site the security office will be contacted immediately by a club member via the sports centre during opening times, on internal telephone number 2222, who will then be able direct the ambulance service to the correct area of the University

6.2  Where an incident requires any form of medical or first aid treatment, a committee member of Badminton Club, preferably the president,  will fill in an accident report form detailing the accident within 3 days of the incident taking place.  Any near miss that can be attributed as being caused by Students’ Union or University equipment and/or club or individual club member behaviour will require a committee member to complete a near miss form within 3 days of the incident. 

7. Club and Individual Conduct and Behaviour code

The club expects its members to behave in an honourable way when representing its club and to show good sportsmanship at all times.  

7.1  Any transgression of this disciplinary code will be dealt with using the following internal disciplinary procedure:  

The matter shall be dealt with by the respective captain, followed by the President. Non-team players and Captains will be dealt with directly by the President. If there is no significant change in a player’s behaviour, the member faces removal from the club. If it is a Captain, s/he faces removal from their position as Captain. 
7.2 Any discipline procedure deemed to be severe by the VP Sports and Societies will be dealt with in the first instance by the Sports Federation executive committee.
7.3 Captains are required to avoid the use the use of foul language and expletives during matches, and encourage team players to do the same when representing the University. 

7.4 The club will be enforcing a zero-tolerance policy towards drug use of any class.  

8. NGB Recommendations

9. Complaints Procedure

If any player is unhappy with any aspect of the club they can adhere to the following complaints procedure:  

· Club members may raise any issues or complaints with the President, who will then deal with the matter or address it more widely within the club
· Should the issue be with the President, the complaint should be directed to another member of the Badminton committee, preferably the Vice-President
