This is for your insurance and covers the costs of the benefits we at the SU can give you - we make no profit on this remember!) and any membership fees that you wish to charge for your club.

STEP 3; When all of this is done and signed off (we’ll complete, with you, a risk assessment sheet with you to ensure health and safety regulations are met), we at the SU will be here to help to organise coaches, equipment, premises, help promote your club through our website, plasmas, posters, etc.
