             Please explain how you fulfill the criteria for full colors after every criterion.  

The Full Colours Award for Archery is aimed for individuals who have shown extraordinary commitment to the club and to the sport. This commitment is measured by attendance, involvement, and performance. Nominees must at minimum be in their second year in the club.

In order to be eligible, it is expected that the nominee have achieved the below criteria. Candidates may apply even if they do not match all criteria, assuming that they have contributed other ways as well (coaching, committee, charity, awards, E-League etc). 
a) COMPETITION ATTENDANCE (meet criteria A as well as 1 OR 2)
a. The candidate has attended at least 8 competitions or league matches. The candidate must have attended BUCS at least once. Acting as a judge rather than competitor in a club-organised event counts as attendance.

AND EITHER OF THE FOLLOWING:

1. The candidate has attended 75% of all student competitions/league matches that the club attended while the candidate was a member of the club. These include: BUCS, BUTC, Brunel, Derby Day, SEAL.

OR

2. The candidate has attended 70% of all competitions and league matches that the club attended while the candidate was a member of the club.

Note: Archers who attended competitions with 4 or less participants from the club should count these towards their total attendance; however the archers who didn’t attend need not include these competitions as “not attended”. An exception to this rule is BUTC, which counts as attended/not attended to everyone. Ask President or Records Officer for complete lists.
