In the opinion of the coaching staff and President, we feel that any candidates applying for "Full University Colours" should have fallen under the below criteria:

The initial preface of the criteria involves that the Candidate must be an active or leading member of the club and/or team, showing dedication and commitment, involved in several elements, such as below:

· They must have been involved significantly in the running of the team and or novice training sessions (Assisting the coach, and leading peer/mentor coaching).

· In contributing to general club organisation; being an active and supportive member of the committee by being involved in the various initiatives of the club, such as the Novice Competition, charity initiatives and internal events such as the Club Ladder. 

· If not a committee member, the candidate should have undertaken duties as if they were a committee member. By assisting and supporting the various initiatives of the club.

· Special Achievement should be recognised if the candidate has led any of these aforementioned initiatives, particularly the Novice Competition. Also, if they have taken a significant role in the management of the club and in result they have achieved anything significant for the club as a whole.

· This involvement in the club should be first recognised by the awarding of the Fencing Club Award*—an acknowledgement of their work within the club, made with the agreement of the President, Captains, and Coach. 

AND/OR:

· The Candidate must have been involved in representing the club in competition, and/or BUSA matches, on a regular level. At least most BUSA matches during their time at university, and/or at least 3 competitions a year would qualify. These competitions usually include the Essex County Championships, as well as various opens around the country (e.g. the INVICTA Open, BUSA Individuals, the Essex Open and any other similar tournaments).

· Due to the highly competitive demands to achieve in the competitive side of fencing, a high achievement in these competitions, reaching at least the semi finals on a regular basis, would qualify the candidate for Special Achievement. Either this or a regular attendance to competition—at least 50% of competitions a year would qualify for Special Achievement.
