1. MOUNTAINEERING CLUB’S CRITERIA FOR FULL COLOURS AND FULFILLMENT

             Please explain how you fulfil the criteria for full colours after every criterion.  

The mountaineering club is in a difficult position where colours are concerned. The two biggest difficulties are: firstly, we do not have a proper internal competition, which doesn’t allow a very precise ranking of the climbers within the club; secondly the nature of the bouldering competitions we enter only test a limited range of climbing skills. As such, these competitions offer an artificial measure of a climbers sporting achievement. It is hard to convey exactly what makes an outstanding climber, but one’s ability to do well in a bouldering competition is only a fraction of the story. With this in mind, we have proposed the following requirements for Full Colours:

1) The nominee should have shown an active commitment to the club throughout his or her time at the university, this could include being an influential member of the committee or going above and beyond requirements, i.e. non-committee members helping with committee tasks, or committee members doing substantial amounts of work which is not necessarily their responsibility.
1) The nominee should have been involved in bouldering competitions whilst at the university, whether this is in external competitions competing as an individual or as a representative of the university in one of the two bouldering competitions we enter as a club, BUSA or Derby Day*.

1)  The nominee should have been on many of the club climbing trips, and should have shown a desire to improve their outdoor climbing skills on these trips.

1) Whilst on the trips, the nominee should have shown a willingness to help other climbers, as well as demonstrating an understanding of the ethics of climbing on real rock.

1) The nominee should have shown a marked improvement in their climbing abilities in their time at university, the only measure of which being observation. As such the only evidence of this would be in the relevant club official’s reference. 
1)  The nominee should have shown a willingness to learn new skills and to pass these onto other climbers.

*It should be noted that many climbers, especially in the UK, feel that climbing is inherently a non-competitive sport, and that competition devalues the true nature of climbing (which is viewed as a continuation of man’s struggle against nature): this often means that some of our best climbers don’t compete. In our opinion this should not negate the award of Full Colours, regardless of the Sports Awards Committee having deemed it almost a necessity for an award as this does not agree with the ethos of our sport or our club.
