1) Organisation
a) The organisation shall be known as “University of Essex Students’ Union RAG” hereafter referred to as  “Essex RAG” or “RAG”
2) Objectives
a) To Raise money and distribute to local, national and international charities
b) To be the principal fundraising body of the University of Essex Students’ Union
c) To raise the profile of student fundraising in Essex region
d) To work with RAG nationally and the student movement
e) To provide guidance and support other groups wishing to organise fundraising events
3) Organising Group
a) Chair (VP Student Development (ex-officio)) shall be responsible for:
i) Chair all meetings of RAG
ii) To coordinate the work of the RAG committee.

iii) To liaise with other bodies to ensure RAG can work efficiently

iv) To ensure that all actions take are in accordance with the RAG and SU constitution.

b) Secretary shall be responsible for:
i) Draft and circulate agendas prior to meetings and the distribution of the minutes of RAG meetings.
ii) To take the chair of meetings in the absence of the chair

c) Treasurer shall be responsible for:
i) Management of the RAG finances

ii) To compile final figures for each collection and report such.
d) Collections and Raid Officer shall be responsible for:
i) Oversight and supervision of collections

ii) Arranging raids and plan programme of activities
e) Recruitment Officer shall be responsible for:
i) Helping publicise events with local media and around the campus(es)
ii) Oversight of volunteer recruitment and retention

f) General representatives (2) will be required to:
i) Support the committee in any capacity as determined by the committee.
g) The committee shall be responsible for setting objectives for the year. 

h) The committee will be responsible for delivering a handover to their successors at the end of their term of office.
i) Only student members of the Union are entitled to stand for election and vote for such. 

4) Membership

a) Membership is open to all student members of the Students’ Union.  No fee shall be charged for membership.
5) Meetings

a) Organising meetings shall be called by the chair.  There shall be no fewer than 3 meetings per academic term.
b) Matters for the agenda will be given to the Secretary no later than three days before the meeting. 
c) Quorum shall be 50% of elected officers for organising meetings

d) Members of the Organising Group not attending three consecutive meetings without apologies being accepted are deemed to have resigned.

e) RAG forums will be held termly. At the forum in the third term the committee (apart from the two General Representatives) will be elected for the following year.  The General Representatives shall be elected at the first RAG forum of the academic year.  RAG forums are open to all student members of the Union.
6) Voting and Elections

a) Elections will be held for all committee positions except the general representatives before June 30th for the next academic year 
b) All voting will be in accordance with the SU elections regulations.

c) Voting to change the constitution will need a 2/3 quorate majority.
