This Union Notes:
1) That there is a national campaign to boycott Israeli goods, supported by Israeli academics including Prof. Rachel Giora from Tel Aviv University and Prof. Yoram Carmeli from Haifa University.
 2) That over 200 students signed a petition urging the Vice President of the University to condemn the Israeli occupation and recent aggression in Gaza.
3) That Israel is in breech of several UN resolutions in its occupation of Gaza and the West Bank, particularly the 1968 Resolution 252 (1968) which urgently calls upon Israel to rescind measures that change the legal status of Jerusalem, including the expropriation of land and properties thereon.
4) That 1.4 million Palestinian inhabitants of the Gaza strip are cut off from other parts of the occupied territories many of whom are now facing a humanitarian crisis without access to water or food.
This Union Believes:
1) That under the UN definition of Apartheid, Isreal is an Apartheid state. The UN definition of Apartheid from 1973 is as follows:
Denial to a member or members of a racial group or groups of the right to life and liberty of person 
(i) By murder of members of a racial group or groups; 
(ii) By the infliction upon the members of a racial group or groups of serious bodily or mental harm, by the infringement of their freedom or dignity, or by subjecting them to torture or to cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment; 
(iii) By arbitrary arrest and illegal imprisonment of the members of a racial group or groups; 
(b) Deliberate imposition on a racial group or groups of living conditions calculated to cause its or their physical destruction in whole or in part; 
2) That boycotting campaigns against South Africa were an important part of the resistance bringing down Apartheid in the region.
This Union Further Believes:
 
1) That on these grounds Essex University student union should support the 'Apratheid Free Zones' campaign a civil society action in support of Palestinian human rights.
 
2) That we should help build and join the movement to boycott Israeli goods and urge the university to do the same.
 
This Union Resolves:
 
1) To boycott Israeli goods from being sold on Student Union premises.
 
2) To affiliate to the “Apartheid free zones campaign” and the Boycott Israeli goods campaign.
 
3) To distribute information around the university to this affect and to make students aware of the reasons for the boycott.
 
4) To write a letter to the University Vice Chancellor urging him to support the boycott and for the university not to purchase any goods from or do any business with Israeli companies.
