Union Notes:

1. There have been several deaths of students at Clingoe Hill over the past few years 2. The speed limit has been lowered to 50mph 3. The underpass is often flooded and the zebra crossing is placed in a pretty dangerous place (too close to the roundabout, on a blind curve) 4. The creation of the research park heightens the necessity of an immediate solution.

Union Believes:

1. Colchester Borough Council and Essex County Council will not act easily for fear of losing re-election. 2. Students will keep risking their lives and crossing the dual carriageway when the underpass is flooded due to misconceptions over safety under the newly reduced speed

The Union Resolves to:

1. Arrange a meeting with the appropriate authorities and the University, with the aims of establishing viable long-term and short term solutions to the underpass flooding and the dangerous crossing. 
2. To report back to students about Resolves 1 in a GM type meeting before the end of February 
3. To run an organised campaign consisting of a petition, e-mails, phone calls and other forms of communication, intensively throughout the months of February and March.
 4. To continue to push for greater student awareness of this issue at Freshers fair, refreshers fair and in the venues with leaflets and information encouraging safe travel. 
5. To further encourage utilising the safety bus on days when the underpass is flooded. 
6. To look into lowering the price of travel on the safety bus during flooded days for people travelling to Greensted 
7. To place greater emphasis on the poster campaigns and advertising of the safety bus and Nightline. 
8. To continue to push for greater student awareness of this issue at Freshers fair, refreshers fair, regular days, and in the venues with leaflets and information encouraging safe travel.
