This Union Notes

1. At the beginning of the current academic year the University outsourced the clamping of vehicles at the Colchester campus to a private company.
This Union Believes

1. Clamping is necessary as a deterrent to illegal parking on campus.
2. That the money raised by clamping should be put back into the University to ease the current problem with a lack of parking spaces for both staff and students and not into the pockets of a private company.
3. There should not be an increase in the charge for removing a clamp in the evenings as this disproportionately affects students.
4. Bringing the clamping under the control of the University will allow students and staff to have more of a say in the way in which they operate than we currently do with the private company.
This Union Resolves

1. To pressure the University to not renew their contract with the private clamping company at the Colchester Campus.
2. To recommended to the University that they take control of clamping responsibilities directly.
3. To work with the University to promote car-sharing amongst students to help reduce the number of cars coming onto campus.
